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A Tobbyist with more than 20 yearsof experience frst in Washington and now in
Brussels where he founded the EULobby Network (s platform of Tobbyists present in 11
countries), Christian D. de Fouloy argues that transparency of the decision-making
process s indispensable o ncrease trust in the EU institutons and avoid corruption. A
i defender of Iobbying because ths activity allows citizens o have access o the
decison-making process, Fouloy laments that only 3 countries: Lithuania. Poland and
Hungary have laws on lobbying. Even 5o, he says those aws are poor and uscles.

As o Portugal he says that s a long way off before lobbying is Tegalized. 1 don't
understand this scenario he points out- ' not just Portugal but other European courlries
as well like Spain for cxample.
